U. S. BISHOPS SPEAK OUT: Cardinal-designate Timothy 

January 30 - February 5 Birthdays

Dolan of New York, president of the U.S. Conference of 
Catholic Bishops (USCCB), sharply criticized the decision 
by the Obama administration in which it “ordered almost 
every employer and insurer in the country to provide 
sterilization and contraceptives, including some abortion-
inducing drugs, in their health plans.” Cardinal-designate 
Timothy Dolan made the statement in a web video posted 
at: http://bcove.me/ob5itz9v

Dolan said, “Never before has the federal government 
forced individuals and organizations to go out into the mar-
ketplace and buy a product that violates their conscience. 
This shouldn’t happen in a land where free exercise of reli-
gion ranks first in the Bill of Rights,”

Cardinal-designate Dolan urged Catholics and the public 
at large to speak out in protest.

“Let your elected leaders know that you want religious lib-
erty and rights of conscience restored and that you want the 
administration’s contraceptive mandate rescinded,” he said.
